
 

2021 ANNUAL AGGREGATE TROPHIES 
(All changes can be found in italics) 

 
The notes below are a summary of the VSCC trophies awarded annually, who is eligible for them and how points are 
scored. Points can only be scored when competing in an eligible car unless otherwise stated. Please check with the office 
if you believe that you are eligible to compete for and have scored points for a particular trophy but are not figuring in 
league tables. 
 
 
USUAL SYSTEM OF AWARDING POINTS 
Except where the rules of a particular trophy specify otherwise, points will be awarded as in the following table. These 
points will be reduced by 15% for Modified cars and 30% for Specials: 
 

1. Best performance or Fastest Time of the Day (FTD) (not at race meetings):          100 
2. First in race, class or 1st class award (6 or more starters):     80 
3. First in race, class or 1st class award (less than 6 starters)     60 
4. First in Class on Handicap (Sprint and Hill Climb events only):    80 
5. Second in race, class or 2nd class award (6 or more starters):     60 
6. Second in race, class or 2nd class award (less than 6 starters):    40 
7. Third in race, class or 3rd class award (6 or more starters):      40 

8. First vintage in class: (Race and Speed events only)      80 
9. Second vintage in class: (Race and Speed events only) (6 or more starters):  60 
10. Third vintage in class: (Race and Speed events only) (6 or more starters):   40 
11. Qualifiers in high speed trial:         40 
12. Finishers in trials and road events over 25 miles in length  

(not in addition to any of the above):     30 
13. Finishers in High Speed Trials and races over 10 miles in length  

(not in addition to any of the above):    30 
14. Starters in any event   (not in addition to any of the above):    20 
15. Marshalling or officiating at any event (Points only count to certain Trophies)  10 
16. Organising a main club event (qualifying events to be agreed by office)  

(Usually one person per event, unless recognised by office)    80 
 
 



Exceptions and Variations to points   

1. In cases where a member enters more than one car for a meeting, each car may score points for all the 
Trophies for which it is eligible, save that where more than one car is eligible for the same Trophy, only the one 
scoring the most points will count. At speed events (hill climbs and sprints), only one class per car (in which the 
highest points are scored) will count. At two-day race meetings drivers may score points in one race or class on 
each day except for aggregated races where both races count towards a single result). 

2. No points may be scored in Section events (except where the rules of a particular Trophy specify otherwise), 
social events such as treasure hunts, concourse, or in events for other clubs. 

3. In addition to the special marshals' trophies, points for marshalling count towards the Lycett, Lycett Memorial 
and Proxime Accessit, The Northern Lycett and the Yorkshire, and the John Rowley trophies as well as the Light 
Car Trophy for Light Car and Edwardian Section events.  

4. Rally Navigators may score the same number of points as their drivers towards all Lycett and John Rowley 
Awards. 

5. Some trophies operate a different scoring system and these are identified in the trophy descriptions below, 
where applicable. 

6. An extra 30 points will be given to all finishers in our more gruelling events. These events will be identified at 
the beginning of the year when the calendar and Annual Aggregate Points rules are published. Events will only 
be considered for this designation if they make exceptional demands on driver and car. It will not be used to 
encourage entries.  
The only current examples are the full rally classes in the Measham Rally.  

 
The LYCETT GROUP OF TROPHIES 
The LYCETT MEMORIAL Trophy is awarded to the competitor gaining most points during the year. Different cars may be 
used, but all must be either Edwardian or Vintage. 
The PROXIME ACCESSIT Trophy is awarded to the competitor placed second in the Lycett Memorial Trophy competition. 
The NORTHERN LYCETT Trophy is awarded to the highest placed competitor in the Lycett Memorial Trophy competition 
living north of Leek, Staffordshire. 
The YORKSHIRE CUP is awarded to the competitor placed second in the Northern Lycett competition. 
For the above four trophies at least one speed or race event will be required. 
 
The LYCETT Trophy is awarded to the driver gaining most points during the year driving ONE Edwardian or Vintage car. A 
race or speed event is not required. 
 
For the above five Trophies the points from each discipline will be capped at 3 events or two thirds of the total number, 
whichever is the highest. There must be at least one marshalling event. The disciplines are Race Meeting, Speed Event, 
Trials, Rallies, Driving tests and Marshalling. 
In line with the Blue Book Driving Tests will include Auto Solos; Speed events includes sprint and hill climbs; Rallies 
includes scatter and navigation rallies and Race events includes the Pomeroy Meeting.   
Like other disciplines Marshalling will be capped at the 3 events. 
 
Other General Trophies 
The JOHN ROWLEY Trophy is for the competitor under 23 years of age on the 1st January of the year in question gaining 
most points driving any VSCC accepted car at any VSCC meeting not including Section events. Registration is automatic 
for eligible members but contenders must complete at least one marshalling duty in year to be eligible.  
 
The THOROUGHBRED Trophy is awarded to the driver gaining most points during the year driving any Post Vintage 
Sports, Touring or Saloon car. 
 
The EDWARDIAN Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any Edwardian car. Points may be 
scored towards this Trophy at Light Car and Edwardian Section events. 
The 1500 Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving ONE Edwardian or Vintage car of under 
1500cc capacity. 
The METALLURGIQUE Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving a car of ten or more litres 
capacity. 
 



ONE MAKE AWARDS 
 
The ALVIS Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any Alvis. 
The COPPA CANTONATA is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any Alfa Romeo and registered as a 
current Section member with the Alfa Romeo Register.  
The MILAN Trophy (formerly the ALFA ROMEO Trophy) is for the runner-up to the Coppa Cantonata. 
The COVENTRY Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any car of which at least the engine 
and chassis frame are from Coventry built Rileys. 
The DELANEY BROOKLANDS Trophy is for the driver gaining the most points during the year driving any Lea Francis. 
The JACK BARCLAY Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any Rolls Royce or Derby Built 
Bentley. 
The JACK BURN Trophy is for the driver gaining most points driving any Vintage Bentley in any competitions. 
The KEILLER Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any Bugatti. 
The PETER SIMS Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any Aston Martin. 
The ANTHONY HEAL SUNBEAM Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving a Vintage or 
Edwardian Sunbeam. 
 
OTHER AWARDS 
The INTER MARQUE Trophy is awarded to the marque gaining most points during the year in any VSCC event.  
The LEINSTER Trophy is for the driver resident in Ireland who gains the most points driving any car. 
The LIGHT CAR Trophy is for the member of the Light Car and Edwardian Section gaining most points during the year 
driving a Light Car. Points may be scored towards this trophy at Light Car and Edwardian Section events. 
 
The RALLY DRIVERS CHAMPIONSHIP Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the year driving any eligible car 
in the Trophy Class in VSCC rallies (not section events). 
The NAVIGATORS Trophy is for the VSCC member navigator gaining most points during the year navigating in the Trophy 
Class in VSCC rallies. Navigators score the points appropriate to their finishing position and the classification of the car. 
The FOOTMAN JAMES Trials Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the season driving any eligible car in 
Class 1, (short wheelbase). 
The FROST Trials Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the season driving any eligible car in Class 2, (long 
wheelbase). 
The TONY JONES Trophy is the annual aggregate award for the driving tests.  

Race and Speed Trophies 
Points towards the following Trophies may only be gained in race and speed events: 
NOTE: Historic Cars may compete only for the H.W.M., Phipps and Hill Climb Trophy and, where applicable, the Ladies 
Trophy.  
The HISTORIC RACING Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the season driving any Post Vintage Racing car. 
The H.W.M. Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the season driving any (VSCC) Group 1 Historic Racing 
car. 
The KANE Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the season driving any Vintage Racing car (Stripped Vintage 
Sports cars will not qualify for the Trophy). 
The MARC BIRKIGT Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the season driving ONE car of over 5 litres 
capacity. 
The PHIPPS Trophy is for the driver gaining most points during the season driving any Historic Racing car. 
The LADIES Trophy is for the lady member gaining the most points during the year driving any eligible car in VSCC races 
and speed events. 
The HILL CLIMB Trophy is for the driver with the highest annual aggregate score calculated against a target time for each 
event. The target time is the FTD. 
The RUSTY RUSS-TURNER Trophy is for the driver driving any Bentley in Hill Climbs. Scored on a scale of 15 down to 1, 
based on best time achieved at each event. 
The E.R.A. Trophy is for the driver gaining most marks during the season driving any E.R.A.  
 
SPECIAL AGGREGATE TROPHIES 
These trophies use their own marking scheme. 



The LONGSTONE TYRES VINTAGE RACING Trophy scores on a scale of 10 down to 1 and a car will score the number of 
points its place in the race carries. Only one race per meeting will count for points. To qualify, a car must be Pre-war, 
taxed and insured for road use and be driven to the circuit fully equipped.  Awarded at the end of the season.  
The MOTOR SPORT BROOKLANDS MEMORIAL Trophy is presented to the driver of a Pre-war car at VSCC race meetings. 
Points awarded are, 1st place 18 points, 2nd place 13 points and 3rd place 8 points. Best two races per meeting to count. 
Awarded at the end of the season. 
 
MARSHALLING TROPHIES 
The DAN ENGLAND AWARD is the Club's young marshal award. The recipient must be under 23 years old on 1 January 
of the year in question but need not be a member of the VSCC. The award is presented (not necessarily annually) at the 
Marshals' Dinner following judging by an award committee who may consider nominations for anyone and will consider 
regularity in marshalling, responsibility shown in conduct, tenacity and dedication. 
The DAVID PAYNE MEMORIAL Trophy is awarded to the person with the highest annual score accumulated for race and 
speed marshalling at Club events. It is the wish of the Payne family that this trophy may be won only once by any 
marshal. For marshalling at a race meeting you score 20 points, for a hill climb 15 points, for a sprint 15 points, but for 
The Pomeroy Trophy it is 25 points and for and for each Marshals' Training Day attended, which potentially could add 75 
points.  Full details of the training days are given in the Newsletter.  (Ian Outram has won the trophy previously) 
The DON GROSE Trophy is awarded to the person with the highest annual score accumulated for marshalling at trials, 
rallies and driving tests. It is the wish of Thelma Grose that this trophy may be won only once by any marshal. Most 
events score 20 points and for attending the non-speed Marshals Training Day, 25 points but there are variations which 
are published in the Club newsletter for each season of competition. 
The winner of the SUE STAVELEY TROPHY is selected by John and Simon Staveley, on the recommendations from the 
Club Office and Chief Marshal to recognise the VSCC Novice Marshal of the year.   
JIM ADAMS MEMORIAL Trophy is awarded annually to the person with the highest points score accumulated for 
marshalling at any main VSCC event, both Speed and Non-Speed. The list of eligible events is published annually. 
Marshalling on each day of an event will score one point.  It’s is the wish of Rosemary Adams that the trophy may be 
won more than once by the same individual. 
 
TROPHIES AWARDED BY THE OFFICE 
The De NEVERS HUNT trophy is awarded by selection at the Club office, maybe on recommendation from outside the 
office, for good work as a marshal. 
The JOHNNY HOLMES trophy is awarded, by selection at the Club office, maybe on recommendation from outside the 
office, for good work in support of the Club's sporting activities.
